Course Description:

Building Construction is designed to introduce students to many different career opportunities in the Building Construction Trades and the development of basic skills needed to be successful.  During the course, each student will develop an understanding of construction through the National Center for Construction Education and Research curriculum.  This curriculum is used in High Schools and Colleges across the nation and is nationally recognized in the Construction Industry. Late Work:

For excused (Lawful) absences, students will be granted the opportunity to make-up any missed assignments and /or work due to the absence(s). This will include quizzes, test, writing assignments etc. The period for making up the work will be a minimum of one (1) class day for each class day missed to a maximum of one week. For example, if a student misses two days of school (Monday and Tuesday) and returns on Wednesday, then Thursday and Friday will be granted as make-up days for missing Monday and Tuesday (one day for each day missed). In this example, all missed assignments or work (test, quiz etc.) would not be due until Monday. Students who have unexcused absences may be given the opportunity to make up work at the discretion of the principal and teacher during make-up sessions, however, the unexcused absence remains in the student’s record.

Missed Work: 

It is the student’s responsibility to obtain the homework assignments, notes & any other pertinent information that is missed during an absence. 

Missed work due to an absence: Additional time (up to five school days) and full credit will be allowed for each day of a verifiable and excused absence. Exceptions will be made in unique, deserving situations as determined by the teacher and/or administrator. 

Report Cards:

Students will receive four report cards during the year. Performance reports will be given out once every grading period.  Academic grades will be assigned based on points earned during the grading period.   


Statement for Academic Dishonesty: 

Academic honesty is expected in all ACE classes.  Cheating will not be tolerated. Consequences may include:  reduction in grade on the assignment, repeat the assignment, no grade on assignment or others as deemed appropriate.  Academic dishonesty will be reported to a school counselor, administration and a parent will be notified.
